AUDIO SWITCHER

I built this simple switchbox to meet a need at K4JNY’s.  We wanted to take the audio output from the Orion’s two receivers and make that audio available such that the operator and/or an “assistant” operator could instantly select which receiver they wanted to hear, which ear they wanted to hear it in and be totally independent of what the other operator was hearing.  What resulted was two identical audio switchboxes, one for each operator, “daisy chained” together.  

The schematic for the switchbox shows two stereo headphone jacks (one input, one output) so multiple boxes can be can be linked.  What is not shown (for clarity) is the additional stereo jack the operator’s headphones plug into.  Two single-pole, double throw switches are used to switch either headphone channel to the desired radio’s audio. I built this into an old A/B data switchbox that was on hand. 

This switchbox works equally well on the Yaesu FT1000MP series.  This box can be used with separate receivers ala SO2R or used at Field Day to allow others to listen in on active stations without disturbing the operators. 
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
